STATEMENTS ABOUT JESUS TABLE
	(1) “Father, forgive them for they do not know what they are doing.” 

	(2) And, the age to come had begun. It had broken into, so to speak, this present age. 

	(3) But how can God forsake God, the Father forsake his Son? He cannot and does not. So even though Jesus dies … he is not defiled by death. Rather, he renders death clean. It no longer has its power to defile. 

	(4) By Jesus' day it was understood that all of the ordinances, commandments and decrees revealed to Moses could be summarized in two commandments. The first, and great one is to love God with all your mind, heart, soul and strength. The second is to love your neighbor as yourself. 

	(5) He will dwell with them as their God; they will be his peoples, and God himself will be with them; he will wipe every tear from their eyes. Death will be no more; mourning and crying and pain will be no more, for the first things have passed away.”

	(6)Jesus was presented to the priests for the service of God. 

	(7) Jesus’ work continues in heaven. There he serves as the prophet, the high priest, and the king.

	(8) Joseph then brought his family back to Israel but settled in Nazareth because Archelaus, one of Herod’s sons, was ruling Judea in his father’s place.

	(9) Little is known of Jesus’ childhood.

	(10) So Jesus said to them, “Very truly, I tell you, unless you eat the flesh of the Son of Man and drink his blood, you have no life in you. Those who eat my flesh and drink my blood have eternal life, and I will raise them up on the last day.”

	(11) Ten days after the ascension of Jesus, the disciples gathered again in the upper room where they had celebrated the Passover and where Jesus had appeared to them after his resurrection. It was the 50th day after his resurrection.

	(12) The church is this fellowship of believers who like Thomas may have begun in doubt but have moved, even without seeing, to the faith to proclaim Jesus as our Lord and God.

	(13) They had seen some sign in the heavens that indicated to them that a royal person, perhaps even a divine person, had been born in Judea.

	(14) We are all absolutely powerless to defeat it. That enemy is death, and Jesus rode into Jerusalem to face it and destroy it forever and to deliver all who are held captive by its power.

	(15) When he came up out of the waters the heavens opened, the Spirit of God in the form of a dove descended and remained upon him, and a voice from heaven declared, “This is my Son, the Beloved.” 

	(16) While the disciples were watching he was lifted up and a cloud took him out of their sight. Two men in white robes stood beside them and said to them, “Men of Galilee, why do you stand looking up toward heaven? This Jesus, who has been taken up from you into heaven, will come in the same way as you saw him go into heaven. 
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
